Open Forum for Public

1. Open Meeting. Apologies, Approvals for Absence, and Declarations of Interest.
2. Minutes of Meeting of 28 May 2020.

3. Police Matters A resident had complained about speeding along the Bungay end of Yarmouth Road, this complaint was forwarded to the police. The reply was that the resident should get in touch to give more details.
4. Village Hall Sewage
A meeting was held for parish councillors and village hall management committee members on Wednesday 22nd July. Fred Hartwell went through the quotes received. The cheapest was for land drains to be constructed rather than a mains sewage connection but this was rejected as not permanently dealing with the problem. The best mains sewage quote had been from AGL, however it was also believed that the old chapel and another nearby property planned to connect to the main sewer and this raised the chance of at least avoiding multiple disruptive road closures and possibly reduced shared costs.

The quote from AGL was approx £15,000 all in provided it could be confirmed there were no additional costs as yet undiscovered. Funding this was discussed and it was accepted that the village hall, with limited savings and no current income due to the  Covid-19 closure, could only afford £5000. It was accepted the parish council would provide the rest mainly through the Community Infrastructure Levy income it had received in regard to the development at the Ellingham end of Yarmouth Road (it was later confirmed the money could indeed be used for such purpose). The village hall could if need be temporarily provide the  V.A.T. element until it could be reclaimed. 
Those attending the meeting agreed this path should be followed for resolving the sewage problem.
5. Matters arising from Meeting of 28 May 2020:

a, Adventure Playground 
In line with government regulations the play area had reopened on Saturday 4th July with notices to parents to use the play area in line with Coronavirus regulations. Shortly beforehand thistles, nettles and ragwort had grown up quickly but these were cleared at short notice by Ben Cheyne. The play area still needed work in terms of removing the mound ladder and tidying of weeds that had grown around the picnic tables.

The annual safety inspection took place on Friday 10 July, all items were graded green or amber. The need for new cradle swing seats was the main requirement. The report was forwarded to F Hartwell and R Holmes. The council must decide whether to carry out all 
recommendations. Ben Cheyne was willing to quote for this, and Clinks Care Farm could be approached as well.
b, Traffic Problems Margaret Stone had continued to pursue the problem of the Yarmouth Road pavement and the county council transport officer, Gary Overland, now supported the repair; but warned this probably wouldn't take place until 2020/21 and the granting of funds which applied county wide couldn't be guaranteed. 
c, Employment of Litter Picker David Goward had agreed to start from the beginning of August at 2 hours a fortnight. Supplies would be organised for this. The annual cost would be just over £500 a year plus expenses.
