DRAFT MINUTES OF THE BROOME PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 30TH JULY 2020 AT 7.30 P.M. ON LINE DUE TO THE CORONAVIRUS

1 OPEN MEETING. APOLOGIES, APPROVALS FOR ABSCENCE, AND DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST.

No apologies or declarations of interest.

2. MINUTES OF MEETING OF 28TH MAY 2020 Resolution 1 That the minutes are approved.
3. POLICE MATTERS

Nothing to report.

4. VILLAGE HALL SEWAGE
A meeting had been held the previous week where the preferred option was to appoint AGL to connect the hall to the main sewer, possibly at the same time as the old chapel. The majority of the finance would be provided by the parish council as the village hall funds were limited and the council had received Community Infrastructure Levy money. The council would initially pay the deposit.
Resolution 2 That the council confirm the decisions described above.
5. MATTERS ARISING FROM MEETING OF 28 MAY 2020
a. Adventure Playground. The play area was re-opened with Ben Cheyne clearing thistles and nettles from the park on two occasions. However the faults highlighted in the annual inspection report had still to be corrected. There had been a suggestion that artificial grass would solve the problems of weeds but the consensus was that would be too expensive. Also Fred Hartwell had suggested there should be the aim of improving the play area, with the acquisition of a nest swing a possibility; in answer it was stated the affordability of the sewage extension must be confirmed first.
Resolution 3 That the council asks Ben Cheyne and Clinks Care Farm to quote for the required safety

         inspection work.
Resolution 4 That the council starts to examine buying a nest swing, without making a commitment to buy one yet. 
b. Traffic Problems. 

The county council proposed to fully repair the pavement at the Ellingham end of Yarmouth Road during 2021/22, but this hadn't been confirmed yet. Ann Frost thanked Margaret Stone for her help in progressing things this far.
The bollard in the A143 traffic island at the Yarmouth Road junction had now been replaced.

A county council officer had visited the Bungay end of Yarmouth Road to consider the continuing problems of flooding there.

A broken kerb stone outside 'The Artichoke' had still not been repaired. This would be reported to the county council transport dept.

A resident had complained about speeding drivers leaving the heath's Yarmouth Road car park late at night. This had been passed on to the police, who responded that the resident should contact them with the details.

       By-Pass Footpath/Cycleway/Bridleway. The Kirby Cane and Ellingham clerk had led attempts

       to get this cut. The county council had stated this was to be done in early August but as at mid

       August this had yet to happen.  

       Effigy of Christ. The bronze foundry had been progressing with the work, A small part of the

       effigy was missing and was having to be re-cast. It was hoped it would be returned to the 

       memorial site outside the church before too much longer. The cheque would not be written and 

       sent until that had been satisfactorily done.   

7. PLANNING                  


a. Red House Farm, Lugs Lane – Single storey timber orangery. Approval had been recommended and given. 


b. Barn Adj. To Broome House Farm, Bungay Road – Conversion of an existing barn for residential use. This had now been approved.

c. 186 Yarmouth Road – Change of use of land to residential curtilage. The appeal against the refusal of this application had been dismissed due to the possible effect on the landscape.
d. Other. 

Land Adj. To 39 Yarmouth Road – Residential development to provide five detached dwelling houses. The diversion of the footpath had been legally confirmed, seemingly removing the last impediment to the start of development.

The Wilderness, Loddon Road – Remove existing single glazed timber windows and replace with new timber double glazed windows. Approval was recommended.

Land Adj to 118 Yarmouth Road – Erection of four bedroomed bungalow and integrated garage. Refusal was recommended as approval had been given for two semi-detached houses and those would be more affordable.
