3.Traffic Problems

A pedestrian who was a former resident of Broome was killed on the by-pass junction at the start of October. Broome, as well as Ditchingham, Parish Council has written to the county council transport dept. asking for safety improvements to be considered; including lighting and speed limit reduction. The full cause of the accident will have to be established.

5. Effigy of Christ

This has now been returned to the war memorial outside the church and the cost of the work paid. However there is concern that all reasonable steps should be taken to ensure another attempt at theft is not tried.
6. Planning

The Wilderness, Loddon Road – Remove existing single glazed timber windows and replace with new timber double glazed windows.

As recommended approval has been given.

Lilac Cottage, 118 Yarmouth Road – Erection of four bedroomed bungalow and integrated garage.

Against the parish council recommendation approval had been given. Broome councillors had preferred the more affordable housing of the previous plan, but it was decreed a mix of housing was suitable in Broome.
Bridge House, Yarmouth Road – Change of use of part of existing garage to provide holiday/guest accommodation (retrospective)

Approval was recommended.

The Old Methodist Chapel – Sun Road

By a 4-3 majority Broome councillors voted for refusal due to impact on neighbours, parking, and inaccuracies in the application. A large number of nearby residents had also opposed for the same reasons.
