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MINUTES OF THE COUNCILLORS MEETING – VILLAGE HALL 7.30 P.M. THURSDAY 5TH NOVEMBER 2020

This meeting was attended by Fred Hartwell, chairman; Christine Kramer, vice chairman;  Reg Holmes; Mal Howlett; Ann Frost; and Paul Austin, clerk.

Aplogies – Trevor Tipple; and Jackie Kellett.

Reg Holmes proposed approval of the minutes of the previous meeting and these were signed by Fred Hartwell.

Please note the additional information in blue type gives up to date information that has occurred since the meeting.
1. Village Hall Mains Sewage & Car Parking

Fred Hartwell reported that this was complete.

2. Play Area
Ann Frost's recommendation was accepted and a second quote would be requested for the work on the play area
Ben Cheyne has since removed the broken wooden bar on the multi sided climbing frame and also the wooden step ladder from the side of the mound, as they needed doing. 

It is proving difficult to obtain a supplier of new swing seats as Wicksteed only want to sell them if they also supplied the frames – and the supplier of Broome's is unknown. A supplier of swing seats to the Ditchingham play area has now been asked to quote.
3.Traffic Problems

It was reported at the meeting that the inquest into the tragic accident at the by-pass junction would be held in March.
4. Litter Picking

Christine Kramer reported that bottles and firework rubbish had been left outside the entrance to the church. The litter pickers would be asked to clear it up. It was also agreed 

that the church should be informed of the risks of leaving the gate unlocked at the start of the driveway. 
Roger Tuffley was contacted re the above matter. He explained the church's policy regarding the driveway, and the limitations on their power to control access up to the church.
5. Effigy of Christ

The parish council were concerned about again being required to claim for damage to the effigy on the council's insurance. The church would be asked to reassure the council that everything was being done to safeguard the effigy.

Roger Tuffley also responded on this issue. He explained the effigy was now secured to the wall of the church and explained why it was not in the church. He explained how the church was doing the best possible to keep it safe. The explanation would be helpful should the insurance company ever ask whether it had been looked after properly.  
6. Planning

Bridge House, Yarmouth Road – Change of use of part of existing garage to provide holiday/guest accommodation (retrospective)

As recommended approval was given.
The Old Methodist Chapel, Sun Road – Rear extension to form toilet block and the creation of a new residential annexe
An amended planning application was received for which parish councillors also recommended refusal. Fred Hartwell also asked Brendon Barnard to request that the plan was decided by the district council planning committee rather than the planning officer. There were also approximately forty objections from local residents. 

The planning committee met via a 'zoom' meeting. Fred Hartwell spoke against the application. However the planning officer recommended approval and the committee members agreed unanimously. The main argument seemed to be that objections were centred on the potential parking problems the religious services could cause; however the planning officer's view was that the services already had planning approval and the current plan only related to the potential residential scheme.

70 Yarmouth Road – Replacement of existing single garage for a new garage

Councillors recommended approval. C Kramer had declared a personal interest.
