2. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING Acceptance was proposed by C Kramer and approved.

3. POLICE MATTERS

Fred Hartwell and Alan Larkin had met P.C. James King in Ditchingham, therefore it wasn't thought an immediate meeting would be beneficial but he would be invited to the annual parish meeting.

4. DEFIBRILATOR

5. TRAFFIC PROBLEMS INCLUDING FOOTPATH NEAR LONGFORD BRIDGE

Gary Overland of Norfolk County Council had been given a list of road problems in Broome and had given a detailed reply regarding how they would be tackled. He offered a site meeting and this would be arranged with the priority being gaining an assurance that the work on the footpath near Longford Bridge would be undertaken shortly.

6. PARISH COUNCIL LAND ADJACENT OLD SCHOOL

Lesley Guilfoyle had looked deeply into the subject and had had a meeting with Fred Hartwell to discuss it. They agreed it appeared to be owned by South Norfolk Council and therefore best if they looked after it. F H would write to the council requesting how it should be improved as a wildlife area given it hasd wildlife value. 

7. MATTERS ARISING FROM MEETING OF 13 JANUARY 2022
a. Adventure Playground including Grass Cutting. Trevor Tipple's contact had quoted a very reasonable price for undertaking the work. It was agreed he would be asked to meet councillors on site to finalise an agreement and specify the work required.

c. Tree Planting. Councillors had planted 10 trees bearing different varieties of fruit in the play area and the land behind the village hall.


d. Bus Services and Shelter. A message had been sent to First Eastern Counties requesting a return of the Norwich service through Broome. A reply had not been received yet but they would be chased if no reply continued to be forthcoming.
e. Clerks Computer and Broadband. Fred Hartwell had been recommended an Acer computer as the best to buy and him and the clerk would shortly travel to Diss to purchase one.
f. Other. Fred Hartwell had spoken to Caroline Jarrold and she would try and attend the next meeting to present the Pandemic Plaque. Also there had been a provisional national agreement that clerk's pay should increase by 1.75% from April 2021 and councillors approved applying this.
8. CORRESPONDENCE
  a. County & District Councillor Reports. 

      Chris Brown This was brought forward in the meeting so Chris could move on to the meeting at

      Alburgh. He reported that the district council had held another meeting with council tax to go up.

      There would be increased spending on carbon reduction and the community fund tripling to

      £150,000. This could help finance for small parishes and recharging points. Recycling targets

      were being increased and there may be food waste collections.

9. ANNUAL PARISH MEETING 2022

Fred Hartwell would invite his contact at the Norfolk Wildlife Trust. It was intended refreshments would not be provided this year but invitations would be sent out to the public to attend.

10. PLANNING                  

a. Crisp Maltings, Pirnhow Street – Construction of one free-standing germinating vessel and 4 malt storage silos, and upgrade and part re-routing of internal service road. This plan dated back to January 2021 but now as councillors recommended it had been approved.


b. Tunneys Lane. This issue also dated back a year but had now been approved. To meet the objections the fence had now been moved further back from the road and a 1.8 metre hedge was to be planted outside it to improve the landscape.






c. Barn South of Ivy Farm – replacement of deteriorating thatch with profiled steel sheeting. 
The delay wasn't resolved with this one, a decision was still awaited.

d. 175 Yarmouth Road – Erection of a rear dormer roof extension to create habitable space in loft and a single storey rear extension. As recommended approval had been given.
